Ignoring all of the off topic stuff, I noticed you said you got a 0x0000007B BSOD. I got that on my
other computer a while back alot. It's due to either a bad boot volume, sometimes a boot virus, a
rarely even a bad IDE cable, but the point is it's a software and/or boot sector problem. It's not an
indicator of a bad CPU, so your CPU seems fine. That would point to the motherboard, so I'm
guessing your new motherboard will fix it, unless you got unlucky and both are bad, but the CPU
working in the Dell says otherwise. Keep us posted when you get the new motherboard.
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
