not sure why there IS a c++ connector when you can use the mysq| library directly in c++
anyway...

The function you want is defined in the MySQL API which is installed alongside MySQL if you
select the installation option to do so. You will also need to link to libmysql.dll, which is included
with the API.

However | doubt that you will have much success mixing and matching the c++ connector with the
raw API functions and you may have to convert your existing code to use the API directly (which,
to be honest, is more efficient anyway).
