std::string::replace replaces a set of characters between indexes N and M with a different set of
characters. Whilst it can be used as a substring replacement it takes a bit of finangling to make it
work and it still needs an iterative approach so it will potentially make lots of unnecessary
intermediate buffer reallocations if the new string is >= the length of the string being replaced.
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
