The 6800GT will always have 16 pipelines.  The 6800 also has 16 pipelines, but four of them are
locked (making it 12).  You use RivaTuner to unlock them and hope you won't get any artifacts.  I
unlocked them with mine and I haven't seen any artifacts.  It's a great performance boost.
