Note: XP Mode is only available on Windows 7 Professional and above and you MUST have a
processor that has hardware virtualisation support. Almost all AMD processors have this, while
Intel processors are more hit and miss. You need to check if your processor supports Hyper-V
(Intel) or AMD-V (AMD) to see if you will be able to run Windows XP mode.
