Did you try putting performance lower (in the Ren options), so less detailed but faster? If yes: did it
make a difference? Is it always a drop to exactly 5 or sometimes different?

Graphic Card is Integrated ATI RADEON 512mb. --> integrated graphic cards always suck, but
this seems a more specific problem. If the problem were your machine, you'd always get low FPS,
not sudden drops.
